Loving God, we pray for all those who are in need of your healing this day and in
moment of silence we name any known to us before you. Silence. Give strength to those who are struggling with
physical pain and be close to those who are sad or alone or struggling with their mental health and wellbeing. We
give thanks for the lives of those who have recently died and for all that they meant to those who loved them, in a
moment of silence we remember before you any known to us. Silence. We pray for those who are grieving and ask
that you bring to them comfort and hope. Help each of us to hear your spirit and reach out in help and support to
those around us. Lord in your mercy, hear our prayers

Encourage us, God, by your Spirit. Pause. Loving God, we pray for ourselves, that you give us the confidence we
need to share the good news of your love with those around us. Fill us with your Spirit today, so that we may grow
more and more in the knowledge of your love. In a moment of silence, we offer own prayers to God. Silence. Lord
of the Church hear our prayer, and make us one in heart and mind to serve you with joy for ever. Amen
